   We had a great trip to Preteen Camp (Lifecamp) at Highland Lakes Camp & Conference Center last week. Thank you Bell Bap-

tist for your scholarships for our campers and counselors. We had 381 campers, counselors, and staff at camp. We represented 11 

BBA churches and 3 churches outside BBA. The Lord blessed with 22 professions of faith, 9 assurances of salvation, 9 rededica-

tions, and 7 came for prayer about other matters. Our group gave an offering of $1,316.17 to help Blu and Darbi Tidwell start an 

orphanage in Zambia. The orphanage will be called the New Day Orphanage and their website is www.newdayorphanage.org. Our 

theme for the week was ñTake the Challenge.ò We were encouraging each person to trust the Lord and follow Him totally. 

   We are entering into late summer and with it the beginning of the new church year. As we think about plans, calendars, and budg-

ets for 2010, I want to take a few moments to reflect on our LifeCamp theme; ñTake the Challenge.ò As we grasp the implications 

of this challenge, it will impact our plans, steer our calendars, and help subscribe our budgets. People respond when we challenge 

them to follow Godôs call. 

   Each of our 65 churches is unique and called of God to impact their part of His Kingdom. But each church has the common call-

ing to focus on several priorities: 

1. Walk in His Faith  ï God has called us to accept the challenge of walking by faith and not by sight. 

 As you think about next year, what in your plans, calendar, and budget reflect a walk of faith? What outrageous thing has God 

placed on your heart that He wants you to trust Him with? Is it to start a mission?  Is it to grow more disciples? Is it to meet 

human needs? Is it to share the gospel with everyone in your community? Is this the year you will take an international mission 

trip as a church? I have discovered that people respond to a God-sized vision shared by a God-filled leader. 

2. Live out His Love ï God has called us to live out love as we live among people. 

As I read the gospels and Acts, I am amazed at how Jesus and the disciples lived out love in their world. They reached out to 

all and shared with those who were open. We need to get out there. Someone said, ñWe have to get the Gospel out to the 

ósmoking section.ôò  Just as Jesus lived among the people to show Godôs love, we are called upon to live out His love. How 

will you live out His love?  It starts by making new friends and earning the right to tell the wonderful story of Jesus. 

3. Share His Hope ï God has called us to verbalize the Gospel to those we meet. 

As we pray for opportunities to share, it is amazing how God orchestrates divine moments in our day to share His story.  As we 

are prepared and available, God moves through our lives to impact the people all around us. 
 

God has called us to accept His challenge of touching lives with faith, love and hope.  Letôs take that challenge and encourage each 

other to follow Jesusô example.
