Our family had a great time visiting with our oldest daughter Sara in New York City earlier this month.  We attended church with her 

and had a meaningful time of worship and fellowship with her family of faith.  I enjoyed the message and especially the reference to 

ñPot Luck.ò  They were talking my language and I was a little hungry at the time.  The speaker mentioned that when they have pot 

luck, some of the single guys would see this as an opportunity to get a low cost, home cooked meal.  Because they wanted to partici-

pate, the guys in question would bring the obligatory bag of potato chips.  It was quick, cheap, and usually available in their cupboards.  

Now there is nothing wrong with potato chips, but most people can and should do better.  Many of the potato chip contributors could 

cook something, or if they are culinary challenged, they could go to any of the hundreds of incredible delis in NYC and bring a worthy 

contribution to pot luck.  The speakerôs point was that they could do better than potato chips at the pot luck. 

The message really connected with me.  I had no idea that the Lord would speak so clearly to me in a place like NYC.  Just goes to 

show you that He is at work all over the world in many cultures and contexts.  The connection with me is at the point of our BBA 

theme for this year, ñRaising the Level of Our Game.ò  I see it demonstrated in II Samuel 24:24.  It was obvious that David was not 

content to bring ñPotato Chips to Godôs Pot Luck.ò 

As I look around BBA I am seeing God do some incredible things.  Many of our churches have raised the level of their game in 

terms of training disciples, impacting their communities, and following the leadership of our Lord.  Together, the BBA family is         

co-sponsoring four missions, sponsoring two interns who are impacting our churches this summer, supporting active BSM ministries 

on the Temple College and UMHB campuses, and co-sponsoring training events with our churches and UMHB to raise up a new gen-

eration of leaders.  It is exciting to see what God is doing as we follow Him. 

However, there are still there are still some who are bringing ñPotato Chips to the Pot Luck.ò  Let me encourage each one to prayer-

fully evaluate what you bring to the BBA Pot Luck.  Here are some dishes we need to provide a hearty meal. 

1. Intercessory Prayer for Churches, Missions, Leaders, Members, and Prospects. 

2. Participation in BBA ministry: 

a. Insight to help us better serve our churches 

b. Involvement to help us minister to our churches 

c. Investment to help us provide assistance to our churches and missions 

3. Encouragement to others to get involved. 

In my quiet time I have just finished Nehemiah and am currently in Esther.  It is obvious that neither main character brought Potato 

Chips to the Pot Luck.  Nehemiah gave himself to the Lord and was able to rebuild the walls of Jerusalem in 52 days.  Esther gave  

herself to the Lord and was able to save her people from destruction.  What does the Lord want you to bring to the BBA Pot Luck?  It 

is time to raise the level of our game as we live through these challenging days.
