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The View Up Ahead     11 Easter Impact in Life and through Mission  
 

But he said to them, ñDo not be alarmed. You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He is risen! He is not here. See the 
place where they laid Him. But go, tell His disciples - and Peter - that He is going before you into Galilee; there you will see 
Him, as He said to you. . .

As we approach Easter 2010, we are reminded of many traditions. These are in the general categories of family, church, and secular.  

We see this in the shopping carts at Walmart the night before Easter with the assortment of Easter candy, egg dye, new clothes for 

church, and the Easter ham. 

But at its core, Easter - Christôs Crucifixion and Resurrection that provides salvation for repentant sinners, is personal. I grew up 

with the usual Easter traditions. But in 1974, the Easter after I became a Christian, it took on a personal meaning for me. I had been 

involved in church for years up to then, but that year, for the first time, it all made sense to me.

We need to know how many of our churches are interested in 

looking at the possibility of partnering with some of the churches in the 

Tabasco area. We are thinking about sending some summer interns 

down this summer.
