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The View Up Ahead      
 

ñAnd I said to the king, ñIf it pleases the king, and if your servant has found favor in your sight, I ask that you 
send me to Judah, to the city of my fathersô tombs, that I may rebuild it.ò                                       Nehemiah 2:5 

 

Where were you 41 years ago?  I was a lad of 12 looking at our black and white TV watching the grainy pictures of Neil 

Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin setting foot on the moon.   It began eight years before when President Kennedy addressed a joint 

session of Congress on May 25, 1961 and challenged our country to send a man to the moon and back before the end of the 

decade.  He didnôt live to see the fulfillment of his challenge, but it changed our nation.  It was an incredible engineering feat. 

Nehemiah was a man who was a follower of God even though he was in a place far away from the Promised Land.  He 

heard that the walls of Jerusalem were broken down and needed to be rebuilt.  He sensed that God was calling him to accom-

plish this.  It was no simple or easy task.  The book of Nehemiah chronicles his walk and victory of faith.  The fact he was 

able to rebuild the walls in 52 days was a miracle. 

What is God calling you to accomplish?  I believe that He has a purpose for each one of us in His Kingdom work 

through the local church and association.  Notice several characteristics of Nehemiahôs challenge: 

1. It was a God sized challenge 

2. It was a God given challenge 

3. It was a God honoring challenge 

As we look forward to 2011, many are involved in praying and planning.  What is the God sized challenge that the Lord 

wants you, your church, and our BBA family to accomplish?  Letôs not settle for the status quo as we finish 2010 and begin 

2011. 

Let me suggest some criteria for evaluation as you identify and focus on Godôs challenges for 2011. 

1. What needs to be done to make Worship more God centered in your life? 

2. What needs to change for Discipleship to be more intentional in your life? 

3. What will it take for Evangelism to be more effective in your life? 

4. What opportunities do you need to seize for Ministry to be fruitful in your life? 

5. What hinders deep fellowship with fellow believers? 

This is not an exhaustive list, but if we work on these five areas, we will go a long way to fulfilling the Great Com-

mandment and Great Commission that our Lord left for us to obey. 

As I reflect on the effort that went into the manned missions to the moon I am amazed at what it took to go 250,000 

miles to the moon and back.  I pray that we will be willing to do whatever it takes to show people how to go to heaven and 

how to live for Jesus until we leave.
